NON-DEGREE STUDENTS

to enroll for a limited number of graduate courses without any wish to
attain an advanced degree. A maximum of twelve credit hours is
permitted on this basis. Students who wish to take courses without first
matriculating into a graduate program need not apply for admission, but
should contact the Student Service Center in Seidlin Hall for
information about registration (607-871-2123). 

Credit hours earned “non-degree” before admission to an Alfred
University graduate degree program may or may not be applicable
toward the degree sought.
