The Alfred *niversity Annual Campus Safety report is required by the federal :Crime 
Awareness and Campus Security Act.>  The purpose of this report is to provide the 
University community and prospective members of the community with information about 
campus safety, including crimes statistics and procedures to follow for reporting crimes.  :his 
report is prepared by the ;ffice of the Dean of Students and can be accessed at the Alfred 
University web address www.alfred.edu?academic?html?crime.pdf.

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 Ln Movember 1990, the Student OightGtoGPnow and Bampus Security Act was signed into law. :he Cigher EduG
cation Amendments of 1992 imposed new requirements for preventing, reporting, and investigating seR offenses that 
occur on campus. Ln 1994 the U.S. Department of Education issued the final regulations needed to implement the Cigher 
Education Act of 1965 as amended by the Student OightGtoGPnow and Bampus Security Act UPublic Waw 101G542X, the 
Cigher education :echnical Amendments of 1991 UPublic Waw 103G26X, the Cigher Education Amendments of 1992 
UPublic Waw 102G325X, and the Cigher Education :echnical Amendments of 1993 UPublic Waw 103G208X. 
 In accordance to the :Campus Security Act@> data collected in this report presents activity on the Alfred *niver­
sity campus and in the Yillage of Alfred. 
 As required by the Bampus Safety Act, the University must report all hate crimes.  A hate crime occurs when a 
person is victimiZed intentionally because of his or her actual or perceived race, gender, religion, seRual orientation, ethG
nicity or disability.  [or 2006, there were 0 offenses that were classified as hate crimes. 
 :he crimes presented are based on disciplinary referrals filed with the following offices\  Dean of Students, Bhief 
of Public Safety, Director of Oesidence Wife, Director of Athletics and Alfred Police Department. A disciplinary referral is 
an instance when a student is formally reported in writing to a University official for possible sanction. Statistics are 
based on referralsA this does not differentiate whether or not the student was found in violation or not. Briminal offenses 
that if determined unfounded are not included within this report. 
 The definitions of these offenses are defined in the :*niform Crime Report> and the :Crime Awareness and 
Campus Safety Act@> on page 1E and 14 of this report.

:Residence halls> are categorized as all residential housing own by the *niversity including all special interest 
houses.  
:NonGcampus buildings or property> and :public property> includes properties owned or rented by student organiza­
tions officially recogniZed by the University and those owned or rented by the University outside of the campus 
boundaries.   
The offenses presented also include statistics reported by the Alfred Jolice Department.  :Jublic property> repre­
sents the Yillage of Alfred, which includes thoroughfares, streets, sidewalks and parking facilities immediately adjaG
cent to the campus. 
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 Alfred University ;ffice of Public Safety is staffed by three Public Safety professionals, one tenGmonth profesG
sional, and one office manager.  :he ;ffice of Public Safety is operational seven days per week with limited hours of 
closure.  Lt is located in the Physical Plant building and can be reached by calling U607X871G2108.   After office hours, the 
University emergency phone is forwarded to the Allegany Bounty 911 Benter located in celmont, Mew ]ork.  Ln the event 
of an afterGhours emergency, the 911 Benter will dispatch appropriate emergency personnel along with Alfred University 
personnel to the scene of an emergency.  Students are employed by the ;ffice of Public Safety on a partGtime basis and 
assume positions as either Public Safety Aides or Aide BoGBhiefs.  A significant number of the Public Safety Aides are 
certified Mew ]ork State Security duards as mandated by the State of Mew ]ork in compliance with the Security duard 
Act of 1992.  :he Bhief of Public Safety is ultimately responsible for managing the daily activities of the student security 
operation.  All Jublic Safety Aides function as an important part of the *niversityLs overall effort to maintain the peace@ 
safety, and security of persons and property at the University.                  
 Specific responsibilities of the ;ffice of Public Safety include\ enforcing laws and policies, controlling onGcampus 
parking of vehicles belonging to students, faculty, staff and visitorsA controlling the movement of vehicular and pedestrian 
traffic as well as crowd control during special events on campusA and aiding in the control of alcohol and drug use on 
campus through the enforcement of the University Substance Use & Abuse Policy.  :heir presence also assists in reG
solving conflicts between students and deterring unlawful acts.  Although the professional Public Safety staff does not 
have the power to arrest, staff members are certified Mew ]ork State Police ;fficers who fill a critical role by observing 
and reporting incidents to appropriate University administrators and the local police, with whom they have direct radio 
contact.

U607X871G2188 or 911.  Oesidential students should also report incidents and emergencies to their residence hall staff.  
All reports are logged and responded to appropriately. 
 Any student, faculty member, or employee may report crimes in progress and any other onGcampus emergency 
to the ;ffice of Public Safety by dialing campus eRtension 2108.  :here are 18 campus blue light phones located 
throughout the campus which provide a direct telephone connection to the ;ffice of Public Safety in the case of an emerG
gency.  Upon receipt of a call, a patrol will be immediately dispatched to the site of the complaint. 
 Ln the public areas of each residence halls and in each student room there is a telephone line.  Emergency 
phone stickers are distributed annually for campus phones.  Also, on the back side of University LD?meal cards is a list of 
emergency numbers. 
 `embers of the University community may report criminal incidents to the Bounseling and Student Development 
Benter.  Bounselors at the Bounseling and Student Development Benter, who are informed by persons they are counG
seling of the commission of a crime, may also inform that person that crimes can be reported to the Bentral Student AfG
fairs Gffice on a voluntary@ confidential basis for inclusion in the *niversityLs crime statistics only. 
 Ln the event of a major crime, emergency or an event which poses a threat to the campus community notification 
can be  distributed via eGmail, AU teRt messages and voiceGmail to all student, faculty, staff, and administrative accounts, 
and by paper copy when necessary. 
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 Alfred University contracts with the Yillage of AlG
fred Police Department to provide law enforcement on 
campus when needed.  :hey provide training for, and 
work in consultation with, Alfred University ;ffice of PubG
lic Safety and officials on an as needed basis.  `embers 
of the University community are encouraged to file reG
ports with the ;ffice of Public Safety as well as the Alfred 
Police Department.  Mew ]ork State Police and Bounty 
Sheriff are also available to assist. 
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 :he ;ffice of Public Safety also maintains a daily 
log of crimes and incidents that occur on campus which is 
available for the public to view.  :his information is reG
corded by date, time, and general location and disposiG
tion of the complaint.  :his daily log is available at the 
;ffice of Public Safety located in the Physical Plant buildG
ing on campus.  Please note that entries or updates are 
generally made within two business days after the event 
occurs.  Lncidents or situations deemed to pose a threat 
to the campus community are logged as soon as possiG
ble. 
 fhile most events are logged, the ;ffice of PubG
lic Safety may determine that an incident be classified as 
:confidential> in order not to jeopardize a criminal investi­
gation or reveal the identity of a victim. 
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 :he Alfred University ;ffice of Oesidence Wife is 
committed to providing a safe environment in the resiG
dence halls.  Students are made aware of safety conG
cerns as well as tips on prevention through residence hall 
building and floor meetings and presentations.  fhile 
there are many safeguards in place for residence hall 
students, each student must do his?her part to assure a 
safe and secure environment by adhering to the safety 
related policies and procedures.  A graduate resident 
director supervises each of the residence halls, who in 
turn is supervised by a professional masterLs level staff 
member of the ;ffice of Oesidence Wife. 
 Oesidence halls are coGed, each with 24Ghour 
interGvisitation.  draduate resident directors and underG
graduate resident assistants, all members of the UniverG
sity Oesidence Wife staff, live in the residence halls and 
participate in an onGcall duty rotation. :he Emergency 
Oesponse team is onGcall 24Ghours a day and is comG
prised of graduate RDLs and professional staff members 
of the ;ffice of Oesidence Wife.  :hey are trained in UniG
versity rules and regulations, enforcement procedures, 
crisis management and fire safety.   
 Access to the individual residence halls is reG
stricted to residents of each building who have key acG
cess, and guests who are hosted by the residents.  All 
outside doors of residence halls are locked 24 hours a 
day.  Oesident assistants are on call between the hours 
of 9 p.m. and 8 a.m. nightly and monitor access to the 
first year residence halls from evening to early morning 
hours by completing rounds of the living area, registering 
guests and visitors entering the residence hall and reportG
ing any unusual circumstances or situations in the resiG
dence hall. 
 Oesidence halls are communities in which each 
resident must take responsibility for personal safety inG
cluding keeping room doors locked Uall student doors 
have conventional locksX, not propping open eRterior 
building doors, not walking alone, and immediately notifyG
ing Oesidence Wife staff, Public Safety or the Police DeG
partment of any suspicious people or activities. 
 Special Lnterest Couses that are not located on 
University property and are controlled by individual stuG
dent organiZations or academic programs each have their 
own access policies and procedures that are monitored 
by the organizationLs coordinators and house residents.  
Public Safety and Alfred Police Department respond to 
incidents at these locations. 
 As a priority, the University Physical Plant mainG
tains the safety and security of all buildings and grounds 
on the campus.  Oepairs that affect safety and security 
are made promptly.  :he campus is well lit.  :he lighting 
system is maintained and upgraded on an onGgoing baG
sis. 
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 Ln the event that a situation arises, either on or 
off campus, that, in the judgment of the Bhief of Public 
Safety or the Dean of Students, constitutes an ongoing or 
continuing threat, a campusGwide g:imely farningg will 
be issued after consultation with the Yice President for 
Student Affairs and the ;ffice of Bommunications. :he 
warning will be issued through the eGmail and?or the UniG
versity teRt messaging systems to students, faculty, and 
staff. 
 Ln the event of a major emergency, or if there is 
an event which poses a threat to students, employees, or 
others, this g:imely farningg will be prepared and distribG
uted to\

munity. :he Boalition works proactively to reduce high risk behaviors of students in the community. :he Boalition also is 
committed to promote responsible decisionGmaking of college students and to educate students on their rights and reG
sponsibilities as good neighbors and citiZens in the Yillage and :own of Alfred.

Typically each floor has 
them three times each semester.  Students are given the message to be safe, lock your doors, take good care of your 
belongings that are dear to you, and take care of each other.   
        Oesident Directors and Oesident Assistants actively work together through out the school year conducting various 
programs that promote a safe and informed community.  Oesidence life advocates daily for students to be sure they are 
always locking their room doors and not propping eRterior residence hall doors.  :his is done each evening by OA staff 
members on call in each residence hall, seven days ? week, 8 p.m. S 8 a.m., and during the day as needed.   Specifically 
on RA rounds@ the :If I Were a Thief> program is utilized in that staff checks rooms doors and@ if unlocked@ leaves an :If I 
were a Thief> tag on the door letting students know they left their door unlocked and to encourage them to lock it. 

:he Bounseling & Student Development Benter UBSDBX contributes to and organiZes many aspects of teaching 
the campus community such asM  provide training for the  Gffice of Residence LifeLs Resident Assistants and Resident 
Directors on seRual assault respondingA training on date rape drugsA publiciZing national weeks and days devoted to 
awareness of seOual violence (such as the RAINN Day@ rape and incest victimsL services) using a variety of mediaX pro­
vide emergency response for seRual assaultA train peer educators to present on intoRication and unwanted seR, safer 
seR, consent and related issuesA present programs in residence halls, with clubs, and in classrooms on seRuality, conG
sent, the role of intoRication in unwanted seRA encourage campus participation in forld ALDS Day, which includes inforG
mation regarding infection spread through unwanted seR acts, information regarding numbers of people who are subG
jected to seRual offenses worldwide and nationallyA participate in and support :ake cack the Might marches. 
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Public Safety operates a Safe Escort Service on campus for any member of the university community who requires an 
escort from dusk until dawn. :his escort may consist of a vehicle or walking escort depending on the activities at the time 
of the call. During busy periods, callers may eRperience some form of delay in the arrival of the escort. Escorts are proG
vided for safety, and for students who have physical disability, not convenience. Escorts are not provided for groups of 
three or more on campus.

 Alfred *niversity defines seOual misconduct as :seOual assault or any other form of seOual contact without mu­
tual consent>.  It includes@ but is not limited to@ unwanted kissing@ fondling@ or otherwise touching anotherLs private body 
parts.  :*nwanted> means against a personLs will or without oneLs consent@ thus including those instances in which the 
victim is unable to give consent because s?he is unconscious, asleep, or intoRicated due to alcohol or other drugs.  SeRG
ual misconduct can be perpetrated either by a stranger or acquaintance and both women and men can be victims and?or 
perpetrators. 
 Procedures for handling seRual misconduct cases are detailed in the Alfred University SeRual `isconduct Policy 
and Bomplaint Procedures which are available in the University Student Wife Policies and Procedures and accessible 
through the University web page www.alfred.edu?academics?html?seRualjmisconductjpolicy.html.  Yictims of seR crimes 
should contact the Student Affairs ;ffice, eRt. 2132 or the University Bounseling and Student Development Benter, eRt. 
2300, for additional information.  Lt is important to note that the complainant and the accused are entitled to the same 
opportunities to have others present during a hearing.  coth the complainant and the accused will be informed of the outG
come of any campus seRual misconduct proceeding, including the sanction to be imposed.  Such sanctions can include 
suspension or eRpulsion from the institution.

sitive manner which allows the victim to utiliZe the judicial process unimpeded, while still maintaining the rights of the 
accused student. Ln cases including but not limited to seRual misconduct, physical assault, haZing, and harassment, the 
following rights shall be provided to victims of alleged offenses\ 
 

:he right to investigation and appropriate resolution of all credible complaints made in good faith to colG
lege administratorsA  
:he right to be treated with dignity and respect by the judicial body, and by all persons involved in the judiG
cial processA 
:he right not to be discouraged by college officials from reporting a crime, especially crimes of seRual vioG
lence, to both on and off campus authoritiesA 
:he right to be informed of the outcome and sanction of any campus judicial hearing involving violence, 
usually within 24 hours of the end of the judicial hearingA  
:he right to be informed of privacy laws that prohibit disclosure of campus judicial results that do not inG
volve violenceA 
:he right to be informed by college officials of options to notify proper law enforcement authorities, includG
ing onGcampus public safety and local police, and the option to be assisted by campus officials in notifying 
such authorities@ if the student so chooses.  This also includes the right not to report@ if this is the victimLs 
desireA  
:he right to be notified of available counseling, mental health or student services for victims, both on camG
pus and in the communityA  
:he right to make a victimGimpact statement at the campus judicial proceeding and to have that statement 
considered by the board in determining its sanctionA 
The right to request a campus physical restriction or :keepGaway> order against another student who has 
engaged in or threatens to engage in stalking, threatening, harassing or other improper behavior that preG
sents a danger to the welfare of the complaining student or others.  The right to have the :keepGaway> 
measures take effect immediately and remain in force until the close of the hearing proceedings. :he vicG
tim may request that students, and third parties as appropriate, be instructed by University authorities not 
to attempt to retaliate against, harass, threaten, intimidate, or contact the other party.

:he right to preservation of confidentiality, to the eRtent possible and allowed by lawA 
:he right to a hearing closed to the publicA 
:he right to bring a victim advocate or advisor to all phases of their investigation and campus judicial proG
ceedingA 
:he right to give testimony in a campus hearing by means other than being in the same room with the 
accused studentA 
:he right to present relevant witnesses to the campus judicial bodiesA 
:he right to be fully informed of campus judicial rules and procedures as well as the nature and eRtent of 
all charges contained within the complaintA 
:he right to have college policies and procedures followed without material deviationA 
 :he right to notification of options for and available assistance in changing academic and living situations 
after an alleged incident, if so requested by the victim and if such changes are reasonably available Uno 
charges or investigation, campus or criminal, need occur before this option is availableXA 
:he right to have any unrelated past behavior eRcluded from the hearing process. :he hearing officer shall 
determine what constitutes unrelated behavior.  
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 :he abuse of alcohol and other drugs severely limits the ability of individuals to succeed academically, profesG
sionally, and personally. Substance abuse has been linked to health problems, accidents, decreased academic and job 
performance, violence, vandalism, seRual misconduct, financial difficulties, legal problems and other negative conseG
quences for individuals and the entire University community. 
 Ln keeping with its mission and in complying with federal regulations such as the DrugG[ree forkplace Act of 
1988 and the DrugG[ree Schools and Bommunities Act of 1989, Alfred University has established this policy to promote 
an environment that encourages learning, fosters respect for people and property, and supports individual development 
and success. :he responsibility for preserving this environment eRtends to all members of the University community inG
cluding faculty, staff, administrators, and students. :herefore, this substance use and abuse policy is intended to provide 
information about standards of conduct, the risks of use of illicit drugs and the abuse of alcohol, applicable legal and UniG
versity sanctions for employees and students, and resources available for the prevention, intervention, and treatment of 
substance abuse. 
!
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 :he following policies consider the rights people have to privacy, to be treated as equal members of the UniverG
sity community and to participate in the responsible possession and consumption of legal substances as defined by fedG
eral, state, and local laws and the statements below.  
Y  No person (including students and employees) under the age of Z1 will be allowed to possess@ purchase@ consume@ or    
   knowingly be in the presence of alcohol. 
Y  No alcoholic beverages shall be permitted in rooms@ apartments or suite common areas of students under the age  

of 21. Lf an underage student resides in the same room, apartment or suite as a student of legal drinking age, the     
overG21 student may not distribute, sell, possess or consume alcohol in their assigned residence hall room, apartment 
or suite.    

Y  Gnly quantities and containers appropriate to individual consumption are permitted for private use by students of legal 
age. 

Y  No person (including students and employees) will be permitted to provide an individual under the age of Z1 with alco­
hol. 

Y  No open alcoholic container will be allowed on *niversity premises eOcept atM  
      1X Events in locations that carry the appropriate reservations and an approved university alcohol permit.   
      2X Oesidence hall rooms, suites, or apartments assigned to students who are at least 21 years old.  

M;:E\ Mo one under the age of 21 may possess, consume, or knowingly be in the presence of alcohol in any location 
at any time. Lf an underage student resides in the same room, apartment or suite as a student of legal drinking age, the 
overG21 student may not distribute, sell, possess or consume alcohol in their assigned residence hall room, apartment 
or suite 

Y  The sponsor of an event to be held on *niversity premises will be responsible for the acquisition@ distribution@ and 
monitoring of alcohol as prescribed by this policy and the University alcohol permit.  

Y  The office of student affairs may recommend or mandate the presence of an advisor@ security@ additional staff@ andNor 
other controls at any event where alcohol will be served. 

Y  If alcohol is being served@ the sponsoring organization must provide food and nonGalcoholic beverages in sufficient 
quantities as outlined by the University alcohol permit. 

Y  Alcohol service must cease at least one hour prior to the end time of the event. 
Y  Any organization or individual(s) wishing to advertise a function on *niversity premises may not include any reference 

to providing or selling alcoholic beverages at that activity. 
Y  Alcoholic beverages shall not be provided as free awards to individual students or recognized organizations. This in­

cludes promotional activities such as raffles and contests. 
Y  Beer balls@ kegs or any other materials used to enable mass consumption of alcohol are not permitted on *niversity 

premises unless approved by the office of student affairs. 
Y  No person under the age of Z1 will be allowed to possess empty alcoholic beverage containers.  
Y  No person (including students and employees) shall possess@ use@ or distribute illicit drugs or drug paraphernalia. 
Y  Alcoholic beverage consumption or possession at *niversity athletic facilities@ including but not limited to Perrill \ield 

and `cWane Benter, during scheduled athletic events is prohibited.  Any containers of alcoholic beverages will be conG
fiscated at the entrances.  Disorderly conduct on the part of an individualUsX will result in that personUsX being asked to 
leave the event. 
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 Any organiZation or individualUsX planning to sponsor a function with alcohol present on University premises must 
submit a University alcohol permit for approval to the office of student affairs, at least three weeks prior to the date of the 
event. :he University alcohol permit form may be obtained from the office of student affairs. 
 :he use of alcohol on campus is not encouraged and the sponsor?host must justify why alcohol should be preG
sent. 
 :he dean of students or designee will review the request to determine if it will be granted, denied, or granted 
subject to modification. All decisions will be final. Permits will be returned to the originatorUsX within seven working days 
of receipt in the office of student affairs. 
 fhere alcohol is to be served at a facility other than Ade Call, Cowell Call, or the Powell Bampus Benter, a Mew 
]ork State Alcohol ceverage Bontrol coard UAcBX permit will have to be obtained in addition to the University alcohol 
permit.  Allow additional time for this process. 
 :he University alcohol permit should not be confused with facility reservations.  All facility reservations will be 
made by the sponsoring club, organiZation, and?or University office. A list of contacts for facility reservations is available 
in the University directory. 
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 In keeping with Alfred *niversityLs philosophy@ the primary control for responsible alcohol use lies with the indi­
vidual. Additionally\ 
 Sponsoring organiZations or individuals will ensure that all University regulations, and specifically the substance 
use and abuse policy, are adhered to when organiZing and conducting activities. 
 :he division of student affairs will respond immediately to reported incidents of inappropriate alcohol use or disG
tribution and to any illegal drug use or distribution. :his response will follow current judicial procedures and may be reG
ferred to local, state, or federal police agencies. 
 Oesidence hall staff is authoriZed to monitor the use of alcohol or illicit drugs within the residence halls, confront 
inappropriate use, and report misuse according to the current internal procedures. 
 University staff, including but not limited to public safety and residence life staff, is authoriZed to report violations 
of the *niversityLs substance use and abuse policy to the appropriate office. 
!
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 :he following sanctions are intended to promote learning and personal development while preventing individuals 
and groups from compromising the learning environment or the health and safety of themselves and others. 
 Lf any organiZation or individualUsX are found to be in violation of the University alcohol permit agreement, the 
violatorUsX will not be allowed to file for another permit for a maRimum of two years. 
 Lf a student is found to be in violation of the University substance use and abuse policy, that person will be subG
ject to judicial action up to and including eRpulsion from school. Lf a student is held responsible for a violation of this polG
icy, the parent or legal guardian may receive a copy of the letter sent to the student documenting outcome of a related 
judicial hearing. \ederal regulations permit this notification without the studentLs consent for those students who are un­
der the age of 21. :his notification will be mailed to the address of record of the parent or guardian.  
 Lf an employee is found to be in violation of the University substance use and abuse policy, that person will be 
subject to the current disciplinary policies of the University up to and including termination of employment. 
 Lf a student or employee is assessed with a substance abuse problem, that person may be given the opportunity 
to seek assistance for the problem. Cowever, if that person refuses or fails to follow through with the assistance proG
gram, sanctions will be imposed up to and including eRpulsion from the University or termination of employment.

Students also discuss personal strategies to lower their risks.  :he goal of this program is to increase 
individual health knowledge, skills and protective factors related to substance use and abuse and move students toward 
a more healthful lifestyle. 
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 :here are numerous resources both on and off campus to confidentially assist individuals with alcohol or other 
drug related concerns including prevention, education, assessments, and treatment referrals. Early contact with a profesG
sional can often prevent a subsequent crisis or a tragedy.

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Arson 
Any willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a dwelling house, public building, 
motor vehicle or aircraft, personal property of another, etc. 

Criminal Homicide­Manslaughter by Negligence 
:he killing of another person through gross negligence. 

Criminal Homicide­Murder and Nonnegligent Manslaughter 
:he willful UnonnegligentX killing of one human being by another. 

Robbery 
:he taking or attempting to take anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a person or persons by force or 
threat of force or violence and?or by putting the victim in fear. 

Aggravated Assault 
An unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury. :his type 
of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by means likely to produce death or great bodily harm. ULt is 
not necessary that injury result from an aggravated assault when a gun, knife, or other weapon is used which could and 
probably would result in serious personal injury if the crime were successfully completed.X 

Burglary 
:he unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or a theft. [or reporting purposes this definition includes\ unlawful 
entry with intent to commit a larceny or felonyA breaking and entering with intent to commit a larcenyA housebreakingA 
safecrackingA and all attempts to commit any of the aforementioned. 

Motor Vehicle Theft 
:he theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. UBlassify as motor vehicle theft all cases where automobiles are taken by 
persons not having lawful access even though the vehicles are later abandoned including joyriding.X 

Weapon Law Violations 
:he violation of laws or ordinances dealing with weapon offenses, regulatory in nature, such as\ manufacture, sale, or 
possession of deadly weaponsA carrying deadly weapons, concealed or openlyA furnishing deadly weapons to minorsA 
aliens possessing deadly weaponsA and all attempts to commit any of the aforementioned. 
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Drug Abuse Violations 
Yiolations of State and local laws relating to the unlawful possession, sale, use, growing, manufacturing, and making of 
narcotic drugs. :he relevant substances include\ opium or cocaine and their derivatives Umorphine, heroin, codeineXA 
marijuanaA synthetic narcotics Udemerol, methadonesXA and dangerous nonnarcotic drugs Ubarbituates, benZedrineX. 

Liquor Law Violations 
:he violation of laws or ordinances prohibiting\ the manufacture, sale, transporting, furnishing, possessing of intoRicating 
liquorA maintaining unlawful drinking placesA bootleggingA operating a stillA furnishing liquor to a minor or intemperate perG
sonA using a vehicle for illegal transportation of liquorA drinking on a train or public conveyanceA and all attempts to comG
mit any of the aforementioned. UDrunkenness and driving under the influence are not included in this definition.X 
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Sex Offenses­Forcible 
Any seRual act directed against another person, forcibly and?or against that person_s willA or not forcibly or against the 
person_s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent. 

A. Forcible RapeG:he carnal knowledge of a person, forcibly and?or against that person_s willA or not forcibly 
or against the person_s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent because of his?her temporary or 
permanent mental or physical incapacity Uor because of his?her youthX. 

B. Forcible SodomyG;ral or anal seRual intercourse with another person, forcibly and?or against that perG
son_s willA or not forcibly against the person_s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent because of 
his?her youth or because of his?her temporary or permanent mental or physical incapacity. 

C. Sexual Assault With An ObjectG:he use of an object or instrument to unlawfully penetrate, however 
slightly, the genital or anal opening of the body of another person, forcibly and?or against that person_s willA 
or not forcibly or against the person_s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent because of his?her 
youth or because of his?her temporary or permanent mental or physical incapacity. 

D. Forcible FondlingG:he touching of the private body parts of another person for the purpose of seRual 
gratification, forcibly and?or against that person_s willA or, not forcibly or against the person_s will where the 
victim is incapable of giving consent because of his?her youth or because of his?her temporary or permaG
nent mental incapacity. 

Sex Offenses­Nonforcible 
Unlawful, nonforcible seRual intercourse. 

A. IncestGMonforcible seRual intercourse between persons who are related to each other within the degrees 
wherein marriage is prohibited by law. 

B. Statutory RapeGMonforcible seRual intercourse with a person who is under the statutory age of consent.
