The Marlin Miller Outstanding Senior Awards have been established to honor Marlin Miller ’54, one of Alfred University’s most generous supporters. Marlin Miller is a proven leader, as demonstrated by the success of Arrow International Inc.  He has been a member of Alfred University’s Board of Trustees since 1972.

Each year during Honors Convocation and at Commencement, the Alfred University Alumni Association recognizes a graduating man and woman with the Marlin Miller Outstanding Senior Awards. These prestigious awards are the University’s recognition for highest all-around accomplishment. The awards shall be given to one man and one woman from the senior class who has contributed most to the life of the University overall and has built uncompromised reputations in the following areas:

1. Scholarship

Each recipient will be someone whose commitment to the life of the mind is visible and who has realized as fully as possible his or her intellectual aptitude and talents. Nominees must have a minimum GPA of 3.2, have attended Alfred University for a minimum of four semesters and be graduating in May 2012. (Nominators are not responsible for verifying GPA.)  Nominations for December graduates will be accepted, but the graduate must be available for an in-person interview with the committee and must attend May commencement.
2. Extracurricular Achievement 

The recipient will have been fully engaged in the extracurricular life of Alfred University. Students must demonstrate involvement with recognized organizations and activities, specifically in the areas of leadership and advancement of the organizations’ missions. Such involvement must have contributed to increasing the quality of life for the campus community with firm commitment and dedication.  

3. Personal Character and Conduct 

Each recipient will possess and have demonstrated high moral character while at Alfred University, such as integrity, honesty, civility, personal vitality, generosity and concern for others. Cited examples will be a required component of the nomination process.            
4. Expectations of Awardees
The Outstanding Senior Man and Outstanding Senior Woman will be required to address their classmates at the May commencement. Assistance with and approval of each address will rest with the Office of Student Affairs. The awardees will remain true to the Marlin Miller Outstanding Senior Awards criteria while a student at Alfred University or be subject to possible revocation of the award.  

Candidates for the Marlin Miller Outstanding Senior Awards may be nominated by students, faculty and staff members. The final selection of the Outstanding Senior Awards will be made by an appointed committee of faculty and staff. The recipients will give a commencement address at the University's graduation ceremony in May, and will be recognized at Honors Convocation and at other appropriate times designated by the University. The winners will receive a sizable cash award.
Please take a moment to consider students you know who may be worthy of this honor, then complete and return the attached nomination form. Multiple nominations are welcome. The final selection will be made by a panel of University faculty, staff and alumni. 
Because of the multi-faceted nature of the award criteria, the selection committee tends to pay particular attention to candidates who garner nominations from a variety of sources, including faculty, staff and students.  If you know that the student whom you hope to nominate is highly regarded by others on campus, consider reaching out to them. They may share your enthusiasm for this student and decide to submit a nomination as well.
Nominations received by the end of the day on Friday, March 2 will be considered.
