Tuition Room & Board

Students must arrive between 2:00 and 4:00 p.m. for
registration & check-in on Sunday, July 8 and will leave on
Saturday afternoon, July 21. The institute fee is $1,995
(includes a $200 deposit). This covers tuition, supervision,
program materials, field trip, recreational activities, room and
board from dinner on the first day through lunch on the last
day. Students stay in University residence halls (2 per room),
and must provide their own pillows, blankets and bed/
bath linens (bed linens must fit the extra-long twin residence

hall beds). Cafeteria-style meals are served in the dining hall.

(Commuter Rate for local students: $995 - includes tuition,
supervision, program materials, field trip and lunch. Daily
arrival and pick-up times for commuting students will be
included in their acceptance notification.)

How to Apply

Students who wish to apply must return:

1. a completed application form* (accessible at: www.
alfred.edu/summer/camps/theater.cfm)

2. a copy of an up-to-date transcript or report card

3. two letters of recommendation from teachers (one
being from a teacher who has worked with the student in a
performance setting)

4. a one-page essay telling us why you would like to attend
and what you think you'll gain from the experience

5. a recent photo (headshot if possible)

6.a $200 deposit (non-refundable unless you are not
accepted into the program). Full payment of the balance is
due by May 25. (Sorry, no financial aid or scholarships are
available.)

We will begin accepting applications January 3, 2012.
Please send all items in one packet and submit by the
application deadline: April 13, 2012. (Later applications
may be considered only if space is available.)

*If you do not have access to a computer and wish to receive
a paper copy of the application form, please contact us at
607-871-2612.

The Institute Directors will review all applications after the
April 13 deadline and determine which students will be
accepted. Acceptance/non-acceptance notification will be
provided to applicants by April 27. If you require an earlier
decision, please indicate this by including a note with your
application form.

Accepted students will receive additional materials including
medical forms, liability releases, emergency notification forms,
etc. These materials must be filled out as soon as possible and
must be back in our hands by May 25. Updated immunization
information (including dates) is also required at that time. (If
you do not have updated immunization information on hand,
you may want to acquire this from your physician now to
avoid processing delays.)

Student Cancellations

Refunds, less the $200 non-refundable deposit, will be made
for cancellations received by June 1. A 50% refund will be
made for cancellations received June 2-22. There will be no
refunds after June 22.
